2. TRAVEL LIGHT

- Pujya Sri Ramchandraji Maharaj

“Travel Light” is the general advice of the Railway Department
to all train travellers, with a view to offer greatest convenience
to fellow passengers. The same may apply in the case of
travellers on the path of Realisation. We know we are
proceeding on along the path, over-burdened with the weight of
our belongings existing in the form of sanskaras etc. Now in
order to have a convenient journey we need to be relieved of it.
It can be done in two ways. Firstly, as when travelling by train we
book the heavy luggage with the guard of the train, so also in this
journey we may give over the heavy luggage to the charge of the
Master and be relieved of its weight. That, in other words,
conveys the idea of surrender. When we have surrendered all
our belongings to the Master, we are free from the encumbering
weight thereof. The other method may be to go on setting them
aside bit by bit by undergoing their bhoga. But that would be a
long and tedious process and very difficult also. Anyhow we have
after all to become lighter than the lightest. | want you all to take
this point into consideration and to act accordingly. Time never
comes again. We must therefore utilise it to our best advantage.

As a true follower of the Great Master | have nothing to offer

except a little support together with my good wishes. | do not
mean to induce any one to give up his worldly belongings and
bid farewell to his domestic living, but only to attend to every
thing in the sense of duty entrusted to him by the Divine Master.
That is, in fact, the real life and the only solution of all the

difficulties, whether spiritual or temporal.

For that | expect every one to put his best efforts. | may also
assure you that the attainments you make during the period of
my physical existence will be of value to you after | am gone. But
if you neglect it now, dwelling in the idea that you shall have it
by developing attachment with me even after | am gone from
this material world, it may then be a hard nut to crack. A moth
burns itself on a live flame, but there may rarely be one that can
burn itself on a dead flame, which is almost an impossibility.
There may however be exceptions to it — but rare, very rare
indeed. The only solution, therefore, will be either to get up to
the level where burning in a dead flame may become possible
and practicable, or to attain that highest state where the
guestion of burning may not arise at all. But this depends upon

God's grace and one's own bold efforts.



3. MEDITATION

In Raja Yoga we generally start with meditation. There is
a great underlying philosophy in it. We find ourselves all the time
busy with the worldly things. If we are not doing anything, our
thoughts seem to have wings in the leisure hours. We are always
in tumult and disorder. Our individual mind has become used to
such type of character, and thus we have made everything topsy-
turvy. Our actions and thoughts count much in our wrong
making. When we remain in contact with ideas and thoughts of
different kinds, they leave impressions upon our emotional
feelings and senses. All senses are spoiled and adopt a wrong
course. When such practice continues for a long period, we make
them worse. The marks we thus make upon the senses and

indriyas turn them solid like a rock, having no bodh or wisdom.

Soul is, no doubt, not acted upon, but we create such
obstacles and coverings which keep it enwrapped all round like
the cocoon of a silkkworm. What happens then? We cannot even
peep into the soul, what of realizing it. By the effect of our
vicious thoughts and actions we spoil our sense of discrimination

and right cognition. Those who have reached this state of

solidity, as said above, do not like to come under the teaching of

Raja Yoga. This is why people turn a deaf ear to what we say.

If somehow or other they make a firm determination to
reach the Reality, the power of Master shall affect them. At the
same time | want to add that these things can be shattered only
by the help of such a Master who has the power of transmission
to break open the wrapped-up things and to remove
complexities. Of course the abhyasi is directed to have
meditation on certain points of concentration, | mean on one of

the chakras, figuratively called lotuses.

We generally take the heart for meditation. The heart is
the pumping station of the blood. It sends out blood, after
purification, to different nerves and cells of the body. Now we
have taken the heart as the centre of meditation. The blood that
runs throughout our system is affected. The solidity due to our
own thoughts and actions begins to melt away. This is the first
thing we begin to gain, from the very first day, by this method of

meditation on the heart.

People may ask why it is necessary to proceed with
meditation at the first stage of Raja Yoga. The answer is quite
plain and simple. We are now gathering ourselves at one point
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so that our individual mind may leave its habit of wandering
about, which it has formed. By this practice we set our individual
mind on the right path because it is now metamorphosing its

habit. When this is done our thoughts naturally do not go astray.

It is a Hindu belief, and a correct one too, that when we
first came into being we were complete, and we were all in close
touch with the Almighty. As time went on degeneration set in
with the result that we now find ourselves in the lower stratum
of humanity. Who created these things within us? It is only we
ourselves and nobody else. It is we who have undermined
ourselves; it is we who have thrown ourselves into the gloomy
dungeon, far far away from the Godly kingdom; it is we who
have wrought this havoc within us, making thereby a network

interwoven by the fibres of our wrong and vicious thoughts.

Now we want to go back through downward motion to
the condition from which we had come down. We use our
central force at one point just as the Almighty did when He
created the world by issuing forth the powers of creation from
just beneath the Centre through the force of His will, in different
forms and colours like the fibres of the net, to complete the

creation. It was one with Him when there was no creation. He



has been at His centre and shall be there when the things, which
have come down, go back in Him, or to the original point called
the Centre (as explained later in the book). We began to weave
our own fibres of different hues and colours and we are all the

time with them.

Now we want to return to our own centre. The process
naturally will be to draw these things to the point of origin. We
do the same thing in meditation and try to gather ourselves at
one and the same point to create our pralaya, which is the state
we were in when we came down. By meditation we make a will
in our heart covering thereby the surroundings around the heart
region. 1t begins to expand, extending over to all chakras

(lotuses) located in our body.

Thus all the chakras begin to glow. The circle goes
onward passing through region after region till all begin to be
absorbed in the innermost circle. What you feel there is dazzling
light sometimes, because you have made the passage from the
heart towards that region where you are now. The dazzling light
now begins to fade because you are going forward. You come in

contact with different stages of maya as well. The dazzling light is



there. When you cross it you find yourself in a totally calm

atmosphere.

Here the kingdom of God begins. There are stages and
stages after it which all pass through. Since it seems lout of place
to discuss them here under the head of Meditation we leave
them aside. Now your meditation is leading you to the main goal.
No practice of hatha yoga can bring about such a result. It fails
after ajna chakra. Meditation — a part of Raja Yoga — is the only
thing that can lead you to the end. There is no other means of

approaching the Centre.

We have seen that one thought arising out of the Centre
created so big a universe. We have got within us the same
central force, though marred by our wrong doings. We utilize the
same power which is automatic in us. We take work from the
same force through meditation. This is how we proceed naturally

and with Nature’s force, so to say.

When we meditate, the central power we have remains
in force. It disperses the overwhelming clouds which are greatly
fried up by its force. Only an abhyasi can feel it. This can only be
known practically. You will soon find yourself swimming in
everlasting peace and happiness. Everything ends here. There is

no attachment with the world. The mind is disciplined. It is
automatically regulated. Senses begin to come under control,
and you gain mastery over them. To master yourself means to
master Nature. When the passage becomes clear you feel the
Nature’s work within your bounds and limits, rather you begin to

work yourself.
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4. Stages on the Path of Realisation
- Pujya Sri Ramchandraji Maharaj

The highest point of approach or the final goal of life is a state
of complete negation, nothingness or zero. | have tried to

indicate this in the diagram.

The concentric circles drawn round the centre roughly denote
the different spiritual spheres we come across during our
progress. Beginning our march from the outermost circle, we
proceed towards the Centre, crossing each circle to acquire the

next stage. It is an immensely vast expanse.

We take up the heart — which is the nucleus — for meditation,
and go on with it till the goal is attained. There are five points or
sub-centres in this heart region which we pass through in the
course of our journey. At each point, the following four

conditions are felt, in this order:

1. A peculiar state all over, awakening within the mind a

consciousness of the Divine Force pervading all over.

2. A Divine State prevailing everywhere, absorbed with its

remembrance.

3. Neither the feeling of the divine force nor that of

remembrance, but only a feeling of negation.
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4. Everything gone. No impression upon the heart, not even

that of existence.

These four conditions are experienced in every region and at
every point. Under the Sahaj Marg system of spiritual training,
everyone passes through them; though perhaps only the more
sensitive ones are able to feel all the conditions in their minutest
details. These conditions go on getting more and more rarefied
as we proceed through the various sub-centres from the lowest

to the highest.

When we cross the fifth point, our passage towards ajna
chakra (cavernous plexus) becomes straight. The condition at
this point is peculiar. From this point, the energy, which we
consume, is diverted towards the lower regions. During our
journey to this point, the major condition, which one
experiences, is a feeling of something like shadowy darkness.
This is only a clue to show that we have finally to go beyond
light. Its real nature pertains neither to light nor darkness but to

a dawn-like colour.

After crossing the fifth circle of the heart region one enters
the mind region. The eleven circles of this region depict the
various stages of egoism. The condition gets subtler and finer as

one progresses through them. There are innumerable points and
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knots in each of these circles. In the ordinary course, it would
require a whole lifetime for going from one point to the next but

for the wonderful yogic process of pranahuti.

By the time we reach the sixteenth circle we are almost free
from egoism. The condition here has rarely been attained even
by the greatest sages. As far as my vision goes, | find none except
Kabir who could have secured approach up to this stage (16%
circle) apart from my great Master who had attained stages far
beyond the limits of human approach. After this circle, what

remains in one is a mere identity, still in gross form.

Before reaching this point we pass through the virat region of
the sahasra dal-kamal (the lotus of thousand petals.) It is from
this region that virat roop was brought to Arjuna’s vision at the
time of the battle of Mahabharat. It is the macrocosm. Here we
begin to experience to some extent a changeless condition which
we may call Brahmagati or state of the Divine. In the course of
this march, we pass through and cross various centres having

their own particular conditions.

After crossing the seven rings of light of the central region,
one enters the vast and limitless expanse, the Infinite, and starts
swimming in it. Here the guru’s assistance is still needed, since

even the subtlest force of the swimmer in the act of his heavy
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swimming sets up waves of energy that erect a barrier against
progress. Only the experienced, capable and watchful guru helps
in setting the waves and teaching the swimmer the art of light
swimming which is almost akin to floating but still is not floating
which type of swimming does not set up opposing waves. The
guru also helps to keep the swimmer from slipping into
enjoyment of the state of light swimming, which will impede

further progress, and takes him on the further journey.

Now we reach the sphere of the dormant Centre which also
seems to be enclosed by something like a ring, which is the last.
For the sake of expression and experiment, | once made an
attempt to enter into it; but a sudden, strong and forceful push
threw me back, though | was able to get a moment’s peep into it.
This has made me conclude that this is perhaps the last possible
limit of human approach. | wish everyone to have access up to it,
and beyond it if at all possible. The form of gross (dense) identity
—as | called it — has all the time been getting finer and subtler up
to the last possible limit. We have now secured a position, which
is near most to the Centre and it is the highest possible approach
of man. Here we are in close harmony with the very Real
condition. When one gets in close touch with Bhuma, the
Ultimate, or God in the Absolute State, what or where he is, is

beyond his understanding. Complete merging into the Centre or
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the Almighty is however not possible since it is essential to

maintain a nominal difference between God and soul.

Such is the extent of the possibility of human achievement
which one should fix his eyes upon from the very beginning if he
wishes to make the greatest progress on the path of realisation.
Very few among the saints or yogis ever had any conception of it.
In most cases, the farthest approach was up to the second or
third circle. It is unfortunate that even at this very early stage
they sometimes considered their achievement to be very great. |
have given all this only to enable people to judge the so called
great Doctors of Divinity who are said to have attained
perfection and are generally accepted as such by the ignorant
masses who judge their worth only by their outward appearance

or elegance.
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5. Determination
- Pujya Sri Ramchandraji Maharaj
What | want is that all of you rise as sun of spirituality!

But how is it possible?

When you do not let the shadow of earth eclipse the sun.

And when that is possible?
When you orbit in such a way as your movement be direct.

How to find this orbit? How to move direct?
By keeping the destination in full view.

How to remember the destination?

By becoming one with it

And when can a person be one with that?
When you lose yourself.

And how to lose oneself?

By bearing no other thought in the heart than that

And how is that possible?
By practice.

How practice is possible?
Through love and interest.

How love and interest can be engendered?
By remembering constantly.

And how constant remembrance be cultivated?

When we gird up our loins to sacrifice our pleasures and to shake
off idleness.

| have explained everything in detail yet, my brother; people
think that the spiritual condition of any individual is a miracle
done by me. Just imagine, had | had the power to show miracles
all the seekers-abhyasis- would have attained to high spiritual
conditions. As a matter of fact miracles are wrought by
attachment, deep interest and love in an abhyasi. Similar water
rains everywhere but somewhere grow the weeds, somewhere
the flowers and somewhere mere lime and sand is found. As is

the soil, so the results.

The sensitivity to feel does not develop in people
generally as they do not apply themselves to it. They are very
sensitive to worldly matters and their mind is very alert in money
making activities. The reason is that they have deep interest in it
and, therefore, they understand it minutely. But where is their

attachment to the spiritual side. They only join group
meditations and then keep aloof. Neither they care to adopt
those qualities in life that may be conducive to spirituality-
Brahma vidya, nor do they want to give up those that may be

putting up hindrances in the way.

All systems like Buddhism and Jainism insist upon the
point that we try to be as we should be. They stress the
principles and rules and regulations and their observance is
taken as a mark of spiritual advancement. If we look to
ourselves we will see that we do not want to give up any
shortcoming. The reason is that people do not crave for the goal
otherwise they would leave everything to pursue it. When our
tendencies lean towards something, we start sensing many
things of that and concentration grows. Then our energies get
balanced and a kind of equipoise is achieved. As soon as this
develops, the sensitivity to feel dawns. But, my brother, who is
to bother for all this! Such persons are rare who are ready to do
or die and truly speaking, unto them Reality unmasks itself. This
deep interest, craving and love takes us to wonders. All the

seekers- abhyasis — pass through various spiritual conditions
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without fail but due to lack of interest they do not feel it and
then they complain of it to me.

But when | ask someone to have the capacity to feel and
observe, he replies that he tries alright but does not feel it. | fail
to understand what type of effort is that which does not lead to
the desired result. When we think of our domestic problems, all
of the aspects come to our view. What is the reason? It is
because we are totally engrossed into it. So much so that we
feel no rest till we arrive at a solution because it pricks the
heart. If conditions are watched, there is no reason that a seeker
of normal understanding may not mark them. If a person is
whole heartedly attentive and follows the practice, it is sure that
the observation would make him feel the Real, but my brother,
all these depend upon interest and interest itself is as clever as

fish.

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6. SPIRITUAL FRATERNITY

Shahjahanpur on 30-01-1982]
Dear brothers and sisters,

It is a happy occasion for all of us, to meet on the Birthday of
our beloved Master Babuji Maharaj whose guidance in all walks
of life and especially in spiritual life is something that we have
been having and as a token of our gratitude we have all been
serving him in our own way. The essential approach of our
Institution has been to tell others the system in its purity and we
have been succeeding in our own way, in passing on the

message.

| have always been stressing one factor in our Babuji’s
teachings that He never tells anything negative, but always talks
positively whether it is about the abhyasis or about other’s. We

do not normally come across a sentence that can be construed in
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a negative manner. Those of you who have been writing the
diary and reading the message of the Master in the morning
would have seen this as part of the message of the Master ‘We
are all brethren connected intellectually, morally and spiritually,
the main goal of human life. This and that have gone now. There
remains the purity alone in all His work and environment which
weaves the spiritual destiny of the persons with the Ultimate”.
This is a very, very brief message of the Master given, last of the
messages, on the Basant Panchami on 30" January 1982. | really
do not know what prompted the compiler of the messages in the
diary to have included this message on His birthday. | will talk
about it more. In this connection those of you have been reading
Babuji’'s messages, would also appreciate the point that just
before this message, in the month of October in 1981 at
Shahjahanpur, the message was given which says “There is no
guestion of separation. We are coming closer and closer”. This is
the message to all. Both are very, very cryptic messages and
highly loaded. Now let me comeback to the first one, “we are all
brethren connected intellectually, morally and spiritually — the
main goal of human life”. Separateness, individuation,
individuality, self-development, self-effort, these are all the
words of the modern day. As against it, He wants us to
appreciate and live with the value of connectivity with all. We

have been differing on various aspects, one is a feeling that we
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are having a separate capacity for intellection and we have
always been thinking that some people are more moral and
some people are more spiritual. The Great Master says firmly
saying that, that period is over. The two planes He has not
included, one is the Physical and the other is Pranic. You would
please appreciate these three words as nothing but representing
Manomaya kosa, Vignanamaya kosa and Anandamaya kosa. The
two that He has left out are the Annamaya kosa and the
Pranamaya kosa. They are purely personal, individual. There is
no chance of being united physically with another person unless
you are born as an inseparable twin or something like that. It is
an aberration in Nature. We can be using the word inseparable
even in those planes as if we are inseparable but circumstances
in life have made us realize we are all not all that inseparable, we
have been living separately. But the disease of the modern world
is to think that we have got separate existence intellectually,
morally and spiritually. If religions have fought, they have fought
on this basis. If philosophies differed, if differed only on this. If
ideals and ideologies have differed, it is only based on this.
People have been evaluated superior or inferior based on this,
that has led to certain people a feeling that they are superior to
others and all the consequent ills that can come to a society have
come. | do not refer to any class, but in our country this has been

the disgrace of the priestly class that they have always come
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down to the lowest level, all the time talking that they are the
greatest people ever born. There is enormous hypocrisy going on
and those of you who have read the autobiography of Babuji
Maharaj Part Il would have appreciated this point that He has
stressed again and again on this aspect. It is time that all of us
understand that we are all one and Divinity demands that all of
us get united. There cannot be any difference and that is what
He is saying positively and He says “We are all brethren” and He
does not say we should get connected. He says, we are
connected intellectually, morally and spiritually and He says that
is the goal of Human life. We have talked yesterday about the

goal of Human life.

We have not touched this aspect. It only shows our lack of
appreciation on this point. We have always taken goal of Human
life as something of realization or some Ultimate or something
that is far, far beyond and never thought something that it has to
percolate here. Human life is different from individual life.
Individually you can aspire and try go to any place you like. But
Human, when we use the word Human it is common word for all
of us. All of us put together form Human. Individuals are there,
so your aspiration personally may be different. But we have to
understand that we have to share the information at all these
three planes intellectual, moral and spiritual. The exclusion of

these three planes and limiting it to only certain people, as if
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they are the only eligible people, has been the bane of Human
Civilization. | wish that you appreciate this angle in depth and try

to achieve this goal of Human life.

And in another context Rev. Babuji would be talking to us
about the cooperation, service and sacrifice. We have got to
sacrifice, we have got to serve and we have to co-operate, then
only we will be in a position to live in this connected manner
otherwise you will create chasms between us. And we will be
differing on unnecessary points. Certain other people have
interpreted these messages to mean something connected with
the institutions started by Rev. Babuji Maharaj. | beg to differ
from all of them on this point because it has got a broader

implication.

If we take into consideration the message of the Master
saying that the service, sacrifice and co-operation are things and
He says on another context that the method of the Master shall
be universal and that is going to happen. What is the method of
the Master? The method of the Master is that we should
contemplate on the Divine Light in the heart and it is not
restricted to any sanstha or any institution. This shall be the
common way of praying. This shall be the method of praying
everywhere without any rituals. Rituals we want, we can always
have. But we cannot differ from others saying that we have

superior ritual to the other person. Rituals by themselves are
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sentiments. We do have ritualistic appreciation of several things
and offering of prasad is one such, it is a ritual. Having a photo of
the Master is another ritual. But what we are supposed to have
is Divine Light in the heart, and the prasad that we offer is only
the heart of our entire being, not only the heart; the entire being
as something that is given to Him. Because he has given this
existence to us, He has given us this life. It is His, not ours. Unless
we get this understanding we will not be in a position to follow
His method which says that we shall all work with the spirit that
it is He who is working. When we know that our life is His,

naturally we will work like that.

Now | will come to the next message “This and that have
gone now”, not this and that may go now, but this and that have
gone now. That is the differences that we have been having is
gone. That is the statement of the Master. We may have doubts,
that only shows our weakness of the mind and also the weakness
of conviction in the Master whom we all say that we follow.
Please do not lapse into this mistake. Have the courage to say
that this is the thing. Have the courage to say that this is the
method because we are not asking any person to accept this God
or that God, this book or that book. No! we are not asking any
person like that. The message is something that is internal and
we are asking them to follow this method. The method is more

important than anything else. Because the methods alone lasts
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long and if we were to compromise on this then once and for all,
we are lost. But such a negative word on this auspicious occasion
is something that is irresponsible on my part, | agree, but | am
just trying to impress upon you this positive purport of this
message. Let us have the conviction. Let us move forward.
“There remains the purity alone in all His work”, He asserts

further there is only purity now.

Impurity is the reason for differences. Impurity is the dividing
factor. Perceived impurity or real impurity, whatever it is,
differences we see, based on only impurity. We say “you are a
fellow who is unfit to come to my house because you are a
polluted fellow.” The problem of untouchability has been there
in this country and perhaps dodges us further even now. It is a
very obnoxious idea to differentiate another person from us on
the basis of some of these ideologies or ideas. They are all
superiorities thrust on ourselves by our own egos, they have no
basis. We have been having differences between sexes. Gender
discrimination is something that is very common. Adhyathmika
vidya is something which is not meant for women. Yes! We have
been having this nonsense for too long. Not only we, everywhere
it has been going on. We are not the only persons to talk about
such type of discrimination. It is there, it shall go. We are all one.
There is a common unity amongst us. It is the same spirit of the

Divine expression that is there in you and in me. The connectivity
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is something that is very real. It is not something that is
imaginary. We say “we should build up fraternity.” Nonsense!
We are fraternal. We are by birth brothers and sisters. There is
no need for fraternity to be developed. Fraternity is a fact. A fact
that has been ignored by civilizations for ages by the
irresponsible behaviours of some people who are better
endowed, but who were not prepared to serve and sacrifice their
endowment for the good of others. This is one of the reasons

why we have been having this problem.

He says there is only purity and nothing else now. He has
cleansed. The challenge of the Master here is He has cleansed
now. His work is over as He has told many of us. We will find
expression in due course. He never said his work is not
completed. He said my work is over. ‘I have completed my work
which has been entrusted to me’. It will find its expression over a
period of time, it will find its expression. That is the confidence

with which He left.

That is the confidence we require in spirituality. Otherwise
we will never work for Him. Next, and in all his work and
environment which weaves the spiritual destiny, all His work, His
work, Master’s work, God’s work and environment it has been
cleaned, weaves the spiritual destiny of the persons with the
Ultimate. What is the spiritual destiny? To be united, to be

connected, not to be individuated, not to be separated. Feel the
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connection at all levels, more so at the level of intellection,
morality and spirituality. This is the message, a message which
will carry us through, the entire aspect, all aspects of life. We
have got to remember this. There cannot be any difference. Any
difference that we have got is only our, our impurity. Better
attend to sadhana and clean it first. There is no question of
separation. He repeats here in another message. “There is no
guestion of separation. We are all one”. Don’t try to separate.
Divinity wanted us to be one. Don’t separate. The efforts at
separating us has failed. All religions have failed, which tried to
separate us have failed. They have failed miserably. And the idea
of continuing to separate amongst ourselves with so many sects,
with so many differences, so many different types of places of
worship, all these things are wrong. We are coming closer and
closer. He never said “May we all come closer and closer”. He
said “We are coming”. See the positive aspect of it. That is the
type of will we are supposed to have. It is the special will. A will
that never fails, as He has written in the book ‘Towards Infinity’.
The chapter on “special will”, if we see He says, it never fails. And
He says each one of us is capable of having our own special will

also.

Let us have that confidence. We may not be in a position to
achieve what He has achieved. But we will definitely achieve

more than what we are achieving now. By developing that
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confidence in Master and developing that confidence in the
method we definitely reach. We are all coming closer and closer.
This is the message for all. | thought on this auspicious occasion
there cannot be anything better than this that | should talk, and |
thank all for patiently hearing to what | say. | again appeal to all
to be in the consciousness of our Master throughout the
celebrations, thinking about Him, constantly remembering Him,
continuously remembering Him, and then own up the conditions

that have been given to us during the Satsangh.
